Filling

. Open the cap and fill the tank using approved dis-
tilled or deionised water carefully through the filter in
the tank opening, The liquid level must never ex-
ceed the bottom of the filter

Preparation for use

. Slip one arm into the strap next to the pump arm,
and lift the sprayer onto one shoulder.

. Take the other shoulder strap by the free hand and
hook it over the other arm.

. With the filling pistol valve lever in the closed posi-
tion, pump until a certain resistance can be felt.

. Place the pistol head into the vent of the cell, ensur-
ing that the correct spacer has been used for the
cell type.

. Open the valve lever and continue pumping to

maintain a steady pressure. During filling this about
will be one pump every one to two seconds.

. When the correct level is reached the water flow will
stop automatically.
. Stop pumping and remove the pistol from the cell.

. Shake the pistol head slightly to break the water
meniscus and continue to the next cell.
